Thankfully, this is the 21st century

and there are many tools available to help you

executed. Now, with online tools, it is like having a calculator in math class —

everything is easier.

Each article on The Canadian Encyclopedia has a button titled “citation” that you
can use to generate the appropriate citation for each article, in four different styles.
Make sure to compare the citation with your teacher’s style guidelines.
